Project Description:

Bridging the new Whitewater Recreation and the new Carolina Thread Trail is vital to
Great Falls’ nature based tourism initiative and will connect the key elements of the
Great Falls whitewater area, the rail trail, and ultimately the new State Park. This
connection is essential to the overall recreation plan for the Great Falls area - and is
literally the bridge connecting the two.

On March 16", Duke opened our new Whitewater Recreation area. The Great Falls
project will include the by-pass reaches of the Catawba River which has not had
continuous flows since the three dams were constructed more than 100 years ago. There
are two areas - the long by-pass, which is about 2 miles long, and the short by-pass
which is about 3/4 mile. The long by-pass will have continuous flows for habitat and
wildlife which will allow recreation every day of the year. On weekends between March
and October, the flows will be increased for whitewater recreation. The short by-pass
will also have recreational flows on weekends from spring to fall. This area has been
studied, modeled, and designed with safety in mind and will bring a variety of
experiences to visitors and residents alike....and will be the largest and best natural
whitewater experience in the 14 southeastern states of the US.

Dear Mr. Singh:

The City of Belton seeks funding through the state budget process in the amount of $300,000 to cover costs
related to the demolition of substandard housing units and other blighted structures in our municipality.

We have about 125 vacant housing units in Belton, accounting for more than ten percent of our entire
housing stock. Many of these houses exhibit structural conditions beyond hope of repair, and the vacancy of
several otherwise habitable homes can be attributed to the blighted conditions of other units nearby, leading
to a cycle of neglect that has serious negative consequences for our citizens.

According to the U.S. Bureau of the Census, The City of Belton has a median household income of $42,344,
which is 25 percent lower than that of Anderson County and 27 percent lower than the state’s. We are
simply not able to self-fund this necessary work.

The demolition work will be conducted under the auspices of all applicable state and local laws regarding
due process for property owners, procurement of demolition services, handling of asbestos and lead paint,
debris disposal, and any other related procedures.

I am writing to you concerning Anderson County’s request for funding through the state
budget process in the amount of $750,000 to cover costs related to development of a new
Saluda River public access facility and nature park in the village of Piedmont.

Known as “Piedmont Riverfront Park”, this facility will provide new public access
opportunities, including an ADA-accessible kayak launch, boat landing, and shoreline
trail, at a thirty-acre site owned by Anderson County on the Saluda River. Combined with
the funding requested here, Anderson County will have sufficient monetary resources
available to complete the project.

Piedmont Riverfront Park represents yet another stage in the development of the Saluda
River Blue Trail system, joining four other facilities on the Saluda in Anderson County
developed for public access and enjoyment. With the addition of Piedmont Riverfront Park,
we estimate that the Saluda River Blue Trail will attract more than 60,000 visitors each
year and will directly contribute more than $3 million to the regional economy, with
indirect impacts in excess of $10 million. I have included a three-page project briefing with
this letter.

PROJECT COST: $1,250,000
AMOUNT IN-HAND/COMMITTED: $500,000
AMOUNT REQUESTED: $750,000

Anderson County proposes phased construction of a nature park and kayak launch facility on
28.02 acres of land located at 550 River Road in Piedmont at the confluence of the Saluda River
and Big Brushy Creek, approximately 4/10th mile north of the Piedmont Dam. The working
title for this planned facility is “Piedmont Riverfront Park”. The project will provide new public
access opportunities, including an ADA-accessible kayak launch, boat landing, and shoreline
trail, at an as-yet undeveloped 30-acre site owned by Anderson County on the Saluda River in
the village of Piedmont.

The project will be of substantial immediate utility by providing direct semi-improved public
access to more than one mile of shoreline on the Saluda River and Big Brushy Creek. Phase I
development will consist of: an ADA-accessible kayak launch facility; 5,000 linear feet of ADA-
accessible sidewalk; improved parking area and access; and initial development of nature paths,
shoreline access trails, and habitat enhancements.

Upon completion of all phases, the facility is planned to have: an improved landscape plan with
canopy trees; improved access to all areas of the shoreline; a 2,800-foot natural surface trail; a
paved sidewalk system; a restroom facility; primitive campsites; a pedestrian bridge and
boardwalk; beach improvements; a gatehouse; an amphitheater/outdoor classroom; and five
picnic shelters. In totality, more than 20 acres (2/3 of the site) will be left undisturbed or only
lightly disturbed.

Piedmont Riverfront Park represents yet another stage in the development of the Saluda River
Blue Trail, joining four other such facilities on the Saluda in Anderson County developed for
public access and enjoyment. The Blue Trail enhances recreational access for kayakers and
others in the six Upstate South Carolina counties that border the Saluda River, including
Abbeville, Anderson, Greenville, Greenwood, Laurens, and Pickens Counties. This six-county
collaboration and public/private partnership represents a regional effort to promote and
preserve our local natural resource by creating river access and resource awareness.

The US Census Bureau estimates a 2021 population of approximately 1.8 million people living
in a fifty-mile radius of the project location. According to the 2021 Outdoor Participation Trends
Report published by The Outdoor Foundation, 31.7% of Americans engage in the activities
facilitated by this project: Canoeing; Kayak Fishing; Recreational Kayaking; Birdwatching;
Freshwater Fishing; and Wildlife Viewing. Multiplying the percentage of persons nationwide
having interest in the activities associated with this project by the total regional population
yields a base of 570,000 potential users. The applicants estimate that around 10% of them
(~60,000) will use Blue Trail facilities annually.

According to figures obtained from the Anderson County Convention and Visitors Bureau, the
typical day visitor, such as those using Piedmont Riverfront Park, will spend $50 while in our
community. Multiplying this figure by the 60,000 annual users estimated above, we determine
that full development of Blue Trail facilities will directly contribute more than $3 million to the
regional economy, with indirect impacts in excess of $10 million.

The mission of the South Carolina State Association of Fire Chiefs is to provide volunteer and career fire
service managers, both public and private, throughout the State of South Carolina, with information,
education, services, and representation to advance their professionalism and capabilities. Qur most
valuable responsibility is to prepare the next generation of fire chiefs in South Carolina. We believe
providing fire chiefs and those aspiring to be fire chiefs with quality education and training is essential
for the future of the South Carolina fire service. Fire service leaders have a direct impact on the
efficiency and effectiveness of fire service agencies across our state.

We are requesting assistance in providing quality training and credentialing programs for leaders in the
fire service. As you can imagine the best training can be costly and difficult to develop but is necessary
for improving leadership in the fire service. Fire chiefs must constantly review standards, regulations,
strategy and tactics, employment law, and many other processes that affect the daily operation of a fire
department whether career or volunteer. Our programs can greatly enhance a fire chief's capabilities
and knowledge in the areas that are most crucial such as recruitment and retention of firefighters.

The fire service offers many officer development classes through the state fire academies, but we fall
short when it comes to the legalities and responsibilities associated with being the chief of the
department. Many of the fire chiefs from across South Carolina are promoted and or hired without
knowing exactly what they are truly responsible for in South Carolina. The SC State Association of Fire
Chiefs has been working to establish a “SC Chief Officer” training program that would help lay out crucial
information to help fire chiefs, or those who aspire to be a fire chief one day, be successful within our
state. This training program will be conducted over 40 hours during two separate weekends. The
program outline will include OSHA 29 CFR 1910 standards training outlining medical physicals, personal
protective equipment, two-in/two-out, and the SC OSHA checklist for the fire service. The National Fire
Protection Association (NFPA) will provide training on NFPA 1500 Standard on Fire Department
Occupational Safety, Health & wellness Program, NFPA 1710 Standard for the Organization &
Deployment of Fire Suppression Operations, Emergency Medical Operations, & Special Operations to the
Public by Career Fire Departments, and NFPA 1720 Standard for the Organization & deployment of Fire
Suppression Operations, Emergency Medical Operations, & Special Operations to the Public by Volunteer
Fire Departments. The program will also include specific training on South Carolina state statutes, state
reporting requirements, state fire mobilization, 1% laws and use of 1% funds, background checks for
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firefighters, fire fatalities, inspections & the authority having jurisdiction {AH)), and fire investigations.
The Insurance Services Office (1SO) will review the evaluation process for the Public Protection
Classification which affects the property insurance rates within jurisdictions. Specialized training in risk
management & human resources to include workers compensation, emergency response, $C Torts
claims act, risk exposure, incident investigations, reporting, hiring, promotion, demotion, termination,
and conflict resolution. We are also providing training in management, leadership, standard operating
policies {SOP’s) and diversity & inclusion. It is our hope that the candidates that complete this program
are well versed in all aspects of the fire service in South Carolina to help them be a successful fire
chief.

The board has also seen a need to help prepare fire service leaders of tomorrow, with the training they
need within their current ranks and/or job functions. For the past several years we have hosted a
specialized training called “Battalion Academy”. The three day class was designed to help new or less
experienced company officers develop needed management skills through strategy and tactics while
functioning as the incident commander of the emergency scene. This class has received high reviews
and has been very well attended.

The South Carolina State Association of Fire Chiefs is a membership fee funded organization with no
other funding stream available. We must keep our dues affordable so that less funded fire departments
can participate. We pride ourselves in providing any size fire department with the same opportunities
within this association. Through our programs fire chiefs can learn alongside experienced leaders and
network with each other about best practices in our industry. We have been successful in providing
quality education for many years. Unfortunately, the rising costs of travel, instructor fees, and
curriculum development has made it very difficult to expand our programs to the extent that is needed.

Our request is for funding to provide these programs across South Carolina in the form of the programs
discussed above. We will also offer tuition scholarships to those fire chiefs and students that don’t have
the means to attend this type of training. Based on anticipated costs of these programs of $95,000 we
are asking for funding assistance. The breakdown of these programs includes $40,000 for a South
Carolina Chief Officer program offered 2 times a year with 45 students in each session. The Battalion
Academy cost is $15,000 for 30 students held 1 time a year. The remaining $40,000 will be used to
provide continuing education to chief officers and tuition scholarships for each of these programs for
those students that can’t afford to attend the programs.

Thank you for taking the time recently to speak with Mark Warner and Charlotte Tallent about McCormick's historic
gem, our 1898 Grist Mill. Here is a brief description of the building and the Historical Commission.

The McCormick County Historical Commission was created to acquire, own, hold in trust, preserve, restore,
maintain suitably mark, develop, advertise, and operate buildings and structures of historic significance, and
the land upon which they same may be situate, in McCormick County, South Carolina. The McCormick County
Historical Commission currently owns, manages and maintains the historic Dorn Milt Complex which consists
of our 1898 Grist Mili, which is listed on the National Register of Historical Places, our Cotton Gin and Weigh
Station.

Dorn's Flour and Grist Mill is a 2 % story red brick structure with projecting one-story wings. Constructed ca.
1898 as a cotton gin, the mili is an outstanding example of rural industrial architecture. The extant steam
engines and boilers date from the period when the building was used as a cotton gin, but the grist mill
equipment dates from the 1920’s.

At one time many small towns throughout rural America utilized the services of mills similar to Dorn’s Mill. With
the development of more complex mill technology, many of these mills disappeared. Dorn’s Mill is significant
as one of only a few such mills still standing, its steam engines, boilers and most of its machinery still intact.
Dorn’s Mill is the only steam powered mili of this type extant in South Carolina. There is only one other
documented in the entire country. Water power mills were common, steam powered mills just do not exist.
Dorn's Mill is an example of turn of the century rural industry and important to industrial archeology as a whole.

At this time the roof and 19 windows on the Grist Mill are in need of replacement; its current condition is
allowing water to leak into the structure. Over time continued water intrusion will damage and ultimately
destroy the wood beams and other wood structural elements of the Grist Mill. By replacing the aging roof

and broken windows, all threats of weather and water would be stopped which would make continuing to
preserve this one of a kind mill possible. Projected project costs{$215,000:

The Dorn Mill Complex is located in the heart of the Town of McCormick. It is the backdrop for most community
events and activities in the town. Our group partners with the McCormick County Chamber of Commerce,
Clemson Extension Office McCormick, MACK, McCormick County Public Library, McCormick County
Community Coalition, and other groups in the community to bring programs to the Dorn Mill Complex. These
programs have a positive economic impact on McCormick County, for 2022, 50% of all visitors to the Dorn Mill
Complex were from outside of the area. Currently the Grist Mill is open three days a week for visitors to tour. |t
will be the site for a spring youth art exhibit. Qur current exhibit open to the pubiic is a Smithsonian Institute
poster exhibit: Destination Moon; Apollo 11 Mission. This exhibit has been on display for winter 2022/2023. in
2022 we worked with the youth of McCormick County and the Smithsonian Institution on a youth storytelling
program called Coming Home. The McCormick Through the Lens videos are now on permanent display inside
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the Grist Mill. Our historic Grist Mill is a treasurer, it should be preserved for future generations to learn from
and experience.

Once a new roof and windows are installed, a long term maintenance schedule will be put in place for the roof,

This will become part of our annual budget and will ensure all maintenance is performed in a timely manner to
maintain the roof and windows.

On behalf of Abbeville County, [ am writing to request funding through the state
budget for the purpose of funding and completing numerous projects underway or on the
agenda for the County. Historically, capital improvements and equipment have been
difficult to budget for in Abbeville County as costs and services have increased while the
tax base has been largely stagnant. Recently through the American Rescue Plan,
Abbeville County has been fortunate enough to make some progress towards completing
some long overdue projects such as public safety vehicle purchases, employee retention
and recruitment, and replacing antiquated technology. All of this has been in an effort
towards protecting the citizens of Abbeville County.

Currently there are two projects of major significance that currently remain unfunded
despite the County’s efforts to obtain grants. Below is a brief explanation of these
projects followed by a specific request.

Abbeville County EMS is currently utilizing the Philips MRX heart monitor /
defibrillators and although they have served their purpose quite well, they have become
severely dated as well as sub-standard. In 2020 Abbeville County was notified that our
current heart monitors would reach their “end-of-life” officially on February 3, 2022 and
that service and related components would no longer be available afier that date. In the
two years since receiving this notice, Abbeville County EMS has applied for funding
through the National Assistance to Firefighters Grant (AFG) system without success and
also atiempted to stockpile consumables for their continued operation. The department
has also searched multiple avenues within the County’s financial structure to make the
purchase out right but this has simply not been feasible because of the constantly
increasing prices for medical equipment. The time has now become critical that these
heart monitors be replaced with an updated version as quickly as possible as our current
inventory of supplies will not see the County through the current fiscal year.

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Abbeville County is also currently planning an expansion of its Class 3 Landfjll, one of
the first of its type in the State and the smallest county in South Carolina to possess such
a resource. To date Abbeville County has contracted with LaBella Associates to plan the
expansion and begun financial planning with our bond attorney.

The 96 Visitor Center parking lot and sidewalk accumulates excessive amounts of water, Severe
flooding in the public parking lot and side area needs immediate attention to prevent further
property damage, as well as possibie injury.

1. Funding for immediate rectification of the parking lot, drainage system, sidewalks, a side
handicap ramp, sod, asphalt, repainting of handicap designated parking spois is
requested,

SPECIFICATIONS

The Ninety Six Historical Society with approval of the Town of Ninety Six is submitting a quote
from Young's Landwaorks for immediate repair and replacement.

The front sidewalk is cracked due to continuous flooding of the drainage pipe, which is
clogged and disconnected under the ground. The rain water flooding off HWY 34 becames so
severe it covers the handicap ramp with the water level tising over the parking blocks, The
existing piping is cracked, clogged. disconnected, preventing proper water drainage. The water
coming off HWY 34 into the parking lot has ne way to disburse. A cut was made in the side

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concrete curbing/abutment to allow drainage as a temporary solution, but will need to be angled
o 25 degree level in accordance with regulations, which is not feasible as currently designed
(photos attached)

A temporary solution to replace the dead sod on the side and absorb the excess water was to
put mulch on the side, however this compounded the problem by restriciing the front water from
properly draining to the side. (photos attached)

The concreted entrance to the side door has become dangerously unearthed as the water
direction flows under and over the side door sidewalk. The gap underneath the sidewalk
between the concrete and the ground leve! is approximately 3 to 4 inches. Boards were placed
on the back side of the building to secure the dirt washout on the side, but the water can not
drain, creating an area against the side brick foundation that is constantly wet. (photos attached)

The side sod has washed away. In an effort to conserve the ground around the building, mulch
was laid down on the side, however this has created a backup of water in the front of the huilding
how against the front brick foundation.

The front parking lot handicap spot to the left is limited due to a dirt strip originally designed as
a flowerbed. The dirt continues to wash into the parking lot, accumulates debris which clogs the
drainage pipe. The flowerbed strip does not have asphalt undarneath it. It will be removed to
keep debris from accumulating, but will need to be paved to finish the parking lot.

The side parking lot does not have a handicapped ramp. This forces those who utilize the
overflow parking to come out to the roadway edge to go around the concrete abutment that is
the curbing for the side parking lot. This is a hazard. A handicap ramp in the walkway can be
created handicapped accessible as the sidewalk will neaed to he repoured upon replacing the
pipes. it is our request to allow the concrete to include a side handicap ramp.

I write today to request $100,000,000.00 for the Southern Evaluation Lifeline in Southern Horry
County.

As you know, Horry County is one of the fastest growing counties in the nation. An estimated
100,000 new people are expected to move to Horry County by the next census. Horry County is
also the most likely county to be severely impacted by hurricanes and severe flooding. The
Southern part of Horry County and the Waccamaw Neck are particularly at risk, due to the lack of
evacuation routes and the physical inability to escape in the event of a catastrophic storm or
flooding.

The Southern portion of Horry County provides countless jobs and dollars associated with the
booming tourism economy that contributes heavily to paying our State’s bills. The Southern
Evacuation Lifeline provides an evacuation route over the Waccamaw river and to the western side
of Horry County. In addition to the obvious benefits of an evacuation route, the bridge also
provides economic diversity, workforce development and affordable housing solutions for a very
expensive part of the state. In this part of the county, the “beach” is only separated from the “west
side” of the county by 3 miles, however, it’s an average drive of an hour to cover that distance
because of the lack of any bridge crossing the river. This project will open valuable educational and
economic opportunities to a broader range of Horry County’s citizens.

The advent of the bridge will provide a substantially better quality of life for those that reside in
Horry County and beyond, providing improved employment opportunities, more diverse
educational experiences, and an invaluable lifeline for the evacuation of our citizens.

In addition to this request, Horry County has resolved to support this project, including but not
limited to local match monies through their local option sales tax called, “Ride 4”. Please see the

Project Description

The Southern Evacuation Lifeline (SELL) project is a proposed controlled access, multi-lane facility that will extend from
the existing interchange of SC 22 and US 501 southeasterly to US 17 Bypass south of Myrtle Beach, a distance of
approximately 28 miles.

Funding and Cost Estimate

The total estimated cost for the preferred alignment identified in the 2008 DEIS was approximately $650 million in 2018
dollars. To date, approximately $33 million has been directed to the SELL from various funding sources including federal
earmarks and associates state matches, state budget provisos, Horry County CTC, and Horry County RIDE Ill Sales Tax.
Approximately $4 million was expended on the 2008 DEIS exhausting all federal funding on this project. Approximately
$2.6 million in Horry County Sales Tax funding has been expended on the ongoing preliminary environmental and
engineering studies.

Status

Preliminary environmental and engineering studies are underway to evaluate potential alighments and associated
impacts for the project. The studies will be finalized in the summer of 2023 which will then be utilized in the
development of the EIS led by the Army Corps of Engineers. Issuance of a permit for the project could occur as early as
2026 pending availability of funding and potential legal challenges against the permit.

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Project 3: (Demonstration Project #1 - Example): Supply-Chain Optimization and Risk Management

Narrative: Vehicle Loading Optimization is about making the best choices (optimizing) the sequence of
loading cargo into a vehicle (ship or plane) and on where to place cargo in a vehicle while considering
the business constraints. Which configurations of cargo will make better use of the vehicle space to
maximize revenue?

This is a very complex problem for conventional computers because the computation must consider
many different targets and constraints including revenue, delivery priority, industry standards, weight
restrictions, to name just a few. Each type of loading problem will have its unique set of constraints.
These classical computations do not scale well.

Why might a Quantum algorithm add value? A cargo loading model designed with a Quantum computer
might scale better as more and more vehicles are added to the computation or could offer a better
cargo configuration instruction to an employee or robot. By building a Quantum application prototype
using Quantum optimization (QAOA) and Quantum machine learning (QML), our partner company will
be ready to capitalize on state-of-the art Quantum computers now and in the future.

@ consolidation. In 2000, the vacant, derelict school was spared from
Z demolition when ownership was transferred from the Orangeburg School
District to the Town of Springfield. A focused coltaborative fundraising
- 8 cffort raised one million dollars to help restore the high school. The
audltorlum which had been significantly altered and concealed by raised floors and dropped
ceilings, was carefully restored to reveal original details such as the raked floor and the
proscenium arch. Springfield High School has now been revitalized and reopened as a multi-
purpose community building with a privately funded library, the town’s official welcome center
for the Heritage Corridor, a market for creations by local artists, and general and military
museum.

The Springfield High School, built 1929 and associated buildings are significant for their
association with the history of education in Orangeburg County and South Carolina. Three
structures in the complex are contributing, while two are non-contributing, In the early twentieth
century, rural school districts in the state struggled to maintain a large number of buildings with
limited funds. While the power to run the state’s education system at the time rested primarily
with the counties, the state made some efforts to encourage counties to consolidate their school
facilities for more efficient management and improved education. Springfield High School was
one of the many schools built between 1910 and 1930 as part of this consolidation movement.
The buildings also reflect secondary educational architecture that flourished in South Carolina
after the 1910 School Building Act when the state required improved design standards for new
schools. The high school is also significant as an excellent example of the work of Columbia
architect James B. Urquhart, who along with his firm became well known throughout South
Carolina during the early twentieth century as school designers. Construction of this two-story,
brick high school building began in 1928 by local contractor J.T. Dabbs. Featuring baroque-like
massing with its projecting central and end pavilions, the building’s entrance consists of a triple-
arcaded porch or loggia, accented with cast stone bases, capitals, and keyed arches. Listed in the
National Register March 29, 2001.

Describe the issue/ need that your project will address: Positively changing the
community culture to address three of the most pressing societal issues in Richland
County: community violence, low health status, and low education levels.

Community Violence:

Violent crime rates are rising across the country. Community violence affects millions of
people, and their families, schools, and communities every year. Community violence
can cause significant physical injuries and mental health conditions such as depression,
anxiety, and post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD). Living in a community experiencing
violence is also associated with increased risk of developing chronic diseases. Concerns
about violence may prevent some people from engaging in healthy behaviors, such as

walking, bicycling, using parks and recreational spaces, and accessing healthy food
outlets.

Violence scares people out of participating in neighborhood activities, limits business
growth and prosperity, strains education, justice, and medical systems; and slows
community progress.

Especially hard hit are Black and Brown communities and other communities of color
that have experienced decades of disinvestment.

In 2021, South Carolina logged its highest annual murder rate since 1960. Richland

County is ranked in the 9™ percentile for safety in South Carolina, meaning that 91% of
other counties are safer, and only 9% of other counties are more dangerous. The average
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overall crime rate for Richland County for the previous 2 years was 0,504 per 100,000
residents.

(Approximately 65 per 1,000 residents annually). According CrimeGrade’s crime maps
of Richland County, the most dangerous areas for overall crime include southwest
neighborhoods (1 in 4), and RC’s overall crime grade is a D minus, which means that the
crime rate is much higher than the average US county, making Richland County one of
the most dangerous regions in the United States.

According to the FBI's Uniform Crime Reports, Richland County has an overall crime
rate of 6,325 per 100,000 residents classifying it as one of the most dangerous regions in
the United States. Communities within the 29203-zip code are considered the most
violent. On August 22, 2018, the State News posted the article “Life in Columbia’s most
dangerous neighborhood™ and if you “Hang around Columbia’s most violent block you'll
wind up in a box.” This article identified North Pointe Estates as having the highest rate
of violent crime in Columbia during a three-year period. To enter North Pointe Fstates
you must pass through the Colony Apartments which is home to BBC’s main office.
BBC is the only Richland County non-profit willing to house its office in the most violent
community in the County because to gain trust within the community, you must be
visually active in the community. This is the reason CNN’s Christina Maxouris visited
BBC’s Colony Apartments office for a 3-day tour around Columbia to bring to light the
gun violence ‘crisis’ in Richland County. During this tour there was mention of grade
school children in the Colony Apartments witnessing a shooting a few weeks earlier. Not
only did these kids witness the shooting, but they also danced around the dying victim
saying something to the effect of “he shot, he dead, he shot, he dead”. This is an
indication that these children will possibly suffer from PTSD.

Chronic Health Issues:

In Richland County, the 29203-zip code is associated with high poverty, high minority
populations, low education attainment, high unemployment rates, high rates of
preventable chronic diseases, and multiple health disparities, including high rates of
hypertension, diabetes, and asthma. The area also has one of the highest Diabetes-related
amputation rates in the country. Such disparities exist among racial and ethnic minorities.

These racial and ethnic differences are driven by societal responses to race, including
racism and historical wealth disparities, which result in differential access to quality
healthcare and other resources. Factors such as poverty and large gaps in wealth
distribution are primarily driving these differences. Local studies demonstrate that
although people living at all levels of poverty suffer from chronic diseases, those living in
census tracts with a higher proportion of residents residing below the federal poverty line
are more likely to be diagnosed chronic disease. Also in local communities, contextual
factors such as poverty/income, as well as racial segregation, discrimination, and
incarceration rates influence health status. These factors contribute substantially to the
persistence of marked racial health disparities. Research shows that families that
experience difficulties paying for basic needs are more likely to report barriers to

accessing healthcare, higher use of emergency departments, and more hospitalizations
with frequent re-admissions.
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Also is the 29203-zip code, thirty percent of residents are uninsured. However, the
average 29203 resident makes two trips to the Emergency Room each year. According to
loguol, the chronic health issues (with population percentage) plaguing these residents are
Arthritis (30%), Cancer -excluding skin cancer (6%), Chronic kidney disease (4.7%),
Coronary heart disease (8.2%), Current asthma (12.10), Diagnosed diabetes (18.6%)
High blood pressure (45.6%), and Stroke (6.3%).

Education:

Uneducated people struggle to fit in social situations, and often remain marginalized. The
lack of resources generated by education prevents them from participating in numerous
social activities in a productive and comprehensive way. in contrast to educated people
who engage in the same activities without difticulty. Research indicates that People who
fack education have trouble getting ahead in life, have worse health and are poorer than
the well-educated. Major effects of lack of education include poor health. tack of a voice.
shorter lifespan. unemployment. exploitation and gender inequality.

According to loquol, Richland County’s 29203 zip code has one of the lowest average
education attainment levels countywide, in which only an estimated 32.1% of residents
are high school graduates. Additionally, the per capita income in this area is $1 8,672
(which is 36.55% less than that of the US), with an estimated 30.6% of the population is
living below the Federal Poverty Level (FPL). Although 87.4% of households have a
computer, only 61.7% of the households have broadband internet service.

Is the project an expansion of current services your organization offers or a new
program or reinstatement of a previously funded program?: This is an expansion of our
Community Ambassadors Program (CAP). The goal is to positively change the mindset

of community members and change the culture by addressing community violence, low
health status, and low education levels.

Specifically, what will funds be used for? Examples of the eligible projects can be
Sfound in the corresponding guidunce/federaf document fink:

Use of Funds to Address Community Violence:

Community violence generally happens outside the home in public spaces. Most
community violence involves a relatively small number of people as victims or
perpetrators, but its effects impact entire communities, eroding public health, causing
economic disruption, and contributing to lasting individual and community traumas.
Mitigation efforts typically focus on high-risk individuals, gun violence, specific violent
crime problems, as well as the historical and structural challenges that often result in
community violence.

Crime and public safety are the concerns of every member within our communities, local
law enforcement, and local and state government agencies. Through the proposed
intervention, BBC will utilize funding to help reduce the incidences of violent crimes

taking place everyday county wide. Specifically, BBC will implement the following
activities.
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Implement evidence-based and community violence intervention strategies. These
multidisciplinary activities will engage individuals and groups to prevent and disrupt
cycles of violence and retaliation, and establish relationships between individuals and
community assets to deliver services that save lives, address trauma, provide opportunity,
and improve the physical, social, and economic conditions that drive violence. (more
here: hitps://bja.olp.gov/program/community-violenge-intervention overview )

Street OQutreach - This strategy employs a public health approach to fight violence. The
program has street outreach workers who actively work to mediate conflicts and prevent
retaliatory violence between those who are at-risk to commit or become the victims of
gun violence. The BBC Unity in the Community program conducts outreach by

conducting door-to-door canvasing and community cookouts to distribute information
materials.

Utilize “violence interrupters” and “neighborhood change agents” The BBC
Community Ambassadors will be skilled in intervention and supporting people on their
change journeys. These professionals have credibility in the communities where they
work. They reach out to those at the center of gun violence in their communities, build
relationships, and work to support healing and address conflict through nonviolent
means, including de-escalation and mediation. These programs may also offer other

forms of support: they might help people find housing or pursue education and
employment opportunities.

Work in partnership with local law enforecement. BBC has a long and strong history of
working closely with Sheriff Leon Lott, Richland County Sheriff and Chief Skip
Holbrook, Columbia Police Department to help combat crime.

Group Violence Intervention (GVI) programs: This strategy utilizes the call-in, a
meeting where members of violent groups hear from law enforcement, social service
organizations, and community members that the violence must stop. Law enforcement
brings a strong message that if violence continues, the perpetrators will be caught and
face harsh consequences. Individuals seeking help are connected to social services,
including counseling, education programs, and employment opportunities.

Hospital-Based Violence Intervention programs (HVIPs): BBC collaborates with
PRISMA Health professionals from their trauma centers and emergency departments to
lead this initiative. They engage patients while they are still in the hospital, often just
hours after a violent injury, to reduce the chance of retaliation and violent injury
recurrence and offer subsequent case work and services in areas such as mental health
counseling, financial and educational support, and more. They are based on the premise
that there is a unique window of opportunity to engage victims of violence in the
immediate aftermath of a traumatic injury.
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g. Provide Life Skills Training such as:

a. Communication: These skills are needed to get on and work with other people,
and particularly to transfer and receive messages either in writing or verbally

b. Decision-making and problem solving: These skills are needed to understand
problems, find positive solutions to them, alone or with others, and then take
action to address them

¢. Creative thinking and critical thinking: Help the ability to think in different
and unusual ways about problems, and find new solutions, or generate new ideas,

coupled with the ability to assess information carefully and understand its
relevance

d. Self-awareness and empathy: These are two key parts to help understand

yourself and being able to feel for other people as if their experiences were
happening to you

e. Assertiveness and equanimity or self-control: These skills are needed to stand

up for yourself and other people, and remain calm even in the face of considerable
provocation

. Resilience and ability to cope with problems: This describes the ability to
recover from setbacks, and treat them as opportunities to learn or simply
experiences

h. Implement Youth Violence Prevention Programming

According to youth.gov Youth violence is a significant problem that affects thousands of
young people each day, and in turn, their families, schools, and communities. Youth
violence and crime affect a community's economic health, as well as individuals' physical
and mental health and well-being. Homicide is the third leading cause of death for youth
in the United States. In 2016, more than 530,000 young people ages 10-24 were treated
in emergency departments for injuries sustained from violence.

Youth violence typically involves young people hurting other peers. It can take different
forms. Examples include fights, bullying, threats with weapons, and gang-related

violence. A young person can be involved with youth violence as a victim, offender, or
witness.

Youth violence is preventable. To prevent and eliminate violence and improve youth
well-being, communities should employ evidence-based, comprehensive approaches that
address the multiple factors that impact violence, both factors that increase risk of

violence and factors that buffer against risk and promote positive youth development and
well-being.

Prevention, intervention, and treatment strategies that are trauma-informed are key. Many
youth have experienced traumatic events, including physical, sexual, and emotional
abuse; family and community violence; natural disasters; and the ongoing, cumulative
impact of poverty, racism, and oppression. Repeated exposure to traumatic events

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increases the risk of youth violence. Organizational trauma-informed care that is
grounded in an understanding of the causes and consequences of trauma can promote
resilience and healing, while reducing youth violence.

Prevention cannot be accomplished by one sector alone. Justice, public health, education,
health care (mental, behavioral, medical), government (local, state, and federal), social
services, business, housing, media, and organizations that comprise the civil society
sector, such as faith-based organizations, youth-serving organizations, foundations, and
other non-governmental organizations all need to play a role, In addition, the voices of
children, youth, and families who are most affected by violence must be front and center.
Collectively, we can prevent and eliminate violence and improve well-being,

Utilize mapping to identify and target high crime neighborhoods. BBC gathers
information through constant collaboration with Sheriff Leon Lott and the Richland
County Sheriff Department, Chief Skip Holbrook and the Columbia Police Department,
and the local College Safety Departments. These collaborative efforts have pinpointed
zip-codes 29203, 29204, 29210, and 29229 as the high crime neighborhoods,

Actively patrol areas with reported high rates of violent crimes, including gun violence:
BBC is the only non-profit organization located in the Colony Apartments which is co-
located with North Pointe Estates. These communities are considered the most violent
communities in Richland County. We purposely put our office in the Colony Apartments

to install Community Ambassadors to actively patrol the community in an effort to
combat crime,

Host community forums and panel discussions, that include victims and perpetrators of
crimes. BBC currently partner with the Columbia Mayor, local law enforcement, local
political, church, and community leaders to conduct monthly gun-violence meetings and
we host an annual Gun Violence summit in Dutch Square Mall, home of our second
location.

Hold one-on-one conversations with residents of high crime areas. BBC partner with
Community leaders such as the Sanders family (owners of My House Restaurant) to meet
with residents, victims of crimes, and recently released felons at their home and during
community cookouts.

Advocate for stricter gun laws: Although BBC is an advocate for stricter gun laws, we are
more an advocate for educating those in the communities we serve on gun safety, making
the communities safer and loving towards each other in an effort to prevent a need for
guns within the community.

Implement Media Campaigns. BBC has not had the funds to implement visual media
campaigns, but we do receive some free visual, voice, and print media attention from
events we host such as kickoff of our Community Ambassador program and our annual,
monthly community Stop Gun Violence meetings, and our annual Gun Violence summit.
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Our CAP program is intended to positively change the mindset of community members by

addressing community violence. To enhance the capabilities of our Community
Ambassadors, we will:

* Provide First Aid training: Community Ambassadors will receive First Aid
training to quickly render care such as stopping the bleeding to victims of violence

* Report emergencies: Equip Community Ambassadors with Microsoft Tablets to
quickly contact law enforcement and medical personnel to report a violent crime,
pinpoint the location, and keep a journal of the event

* Community meetings/workshops: We conduct meeting and summits on gun
violence, gun safety, combating chronic health issues, vaccination hesitancy within

Black and Brown communities, financial budgeting & planning, resume writing,
and job interviewing

* Provide reentry Program: Facilitate seamless transition back into society, lessen
recidivism, assist with employment opportunities, expand education for children
with an incarcerated parent(s), and lessen cost of reentry to the taxpayer

* Conduct outreach: During weekly events such as community cookouts, educate
and inform the communities about city and county services, the importance of
voting, and beautification within the communities

i) Use of Funds to Address Health Disparities:

Fhe National Institutes of Health(N1H) indicates that health disparities remain a
persistent issue affecting racial 'ethnic minority populations and other eroups. These
individuals have higher rates of certain diseases and death compared to the general
population. despite scientific and technological discoverics that have improved the health
of the U.S. population overall. This is extremely noticeable right here in Richland
County. According to NIH “Health equits can only be achieved when every person has
the opportunity to attain [ull health potential. and no one 1s disadvantaged from achieving
this potential because of social position or other socially determined circumstances.”

To tackle health disparities and advance health equity. BBC will continuoushy focus its
attention on:

*  (Collaboration with local medical organizations, professionals, and academia
*  Conduct educational workshops within the communities

* Have Community Ambassadors canvas door-to-door to distribute healthy living
literature, distribute face mask and hand sanitizer

* Partner with faith-based organizations, other non-profit agencies, and local

healthcare providers to host health screening and healthy lifestyles educational
events in high risk communities.

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BBC’s Community Ambassador Program

What is a Community Ambassador? The Community Ambassador will give under represented
communities the opportunity to have an active involvement in Columbia, SC work programs and
leadership. The Community Ambassador will take part in planning conferences, designing
programs, recruiting volunteers, learning and teaching a variety of educational material and
many other activities centered around the goals of Columbia, SC leadership. Above all, a core
component of being a Community Ambassador is that I have a passion for the community, with
my passion comes a willingness to be a mentor and coach to your peers.

What the Program Offers: At Building Better Communities, we get interested community
individuals to work in the community, paying them a weekly salary. In addition to a paycheck,
BBC teaches Life Skills and offers opportunities to social services. This training and connection
1o services are key aspect of the program. Our workers also do community outreach while
working, inviting other individuals to come in and work, if they so desire.

A Commitment to Education: BBC will get community individuals to make a commitment to
volunteer a set number of hours per month and to participate in BBC's educational programs as
support staff or event leads. Community residents will need to attend weekly meetings designed
to teach program design and other operational tasks that are required for the job. Once a resident
has worked through at least one conference and logged a minimum of 50 hours, they can then
move from apprenticeship to the Junior Ambassador level. From there, the resident may continue
to work toward the Ambassador and Senior Ambassador levels. Junior Ambassadors begin
gaining professionalism certifications and leading BBC Ambassador programs with a mentor as
soon as the such programs commence. Once a resident reaches the Senior Level, he or she is
eligible to train community residents in the program. At the Senior Level, community residents
will also be expected to lead BBC Life Skills programs on their own.

High School Community residents: Through volunteering community residents meet Honor
Society volunteer requirements, build communications skills, gain real-world workplace
experience and develop a portfolio to begin networking and exploring career paths.

College Community residents: Through volunteering community residents build real-world
workplace experience, develop their career portfolio on LinkedIn, and other industry platforms.
Community residents are matched with a business that can support a workplace learning
experience in their field or industry they are majoring in and align to an industry mentor to
support their long-term success. Workplace learning experiences are non-paid opportunities to
learn from their mentor and other industry resources that are involved in a day to day career in
the industry. Workplace learning experiences can take place over the summer, or throughout the
year based on the availability for these opportunities and the community residents schedule.
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Program Requirements:
In order to be eligible for the Entry Level BBC Ambassador Program, a resident must:

. Be a high school or college resident in good standing (3.0 GPA or 83 min.) (Transcript Required)
. Be between 14 and 21 years of age

Commit to a minimum of 10 volunteer hours per month, 100 hours overall annually, including
regular monthly meetings (held on Saturdays)

Comimit to attending one BBC conference as a support staff volunteer, mentor, or event lead
(one-week or two-week program)

Complete application process, short essay, and submit two letters of reference from an instructor
or administrator at his or her school

. Have a passionate desire to be a leader, mentor, and guide to other community residents.
Interviews with established ambassadors and BBC Program Manager will determine final
eligibility.

Above all, being a community ambassador requires that a resident display ambition and
leadership in achieving his or her educational and professional goals. BBC wants to guide you

through the hard work and dedication it takes to be an educated and professional leader, and help
you attain the future you want for yourself.

The Congaree Complex CommunityDevelopment Corporation (CCCDC), a 501(c) 3, organized in 2009
to serve and empower the people of Lower Richland and surrounding areas to meet their physical and
spiritual needs by providing facilities and opportunities that will ensure full access to a variety of
economic and education development, services, jobs and activities. Some of our outreach programs have
been tutoring, summer programs for youth, and senior and youth computer training.

[ would first like to thank you for your support of the Historic Harriet Barber House and SERCO
over the years. We have had many successful programs and events since we opened to the public in
2009. We anticipate a large influx of visitors to the Lower Richland community in the coming menths
when South Carolina begins to prepare for the grand opening of the International African American
Museum in Charleston, SC in the summer of 2023. We are currently working with the Richland
County Conservation Commission to develop a comprehensive marketing campaign and strategy to
help us promote heritage tourism and attract local, regional, national and international visitors who will
be venturing into our area as well. This is the major reason why additional funding is needed for the
Harriet Barber House and SERCO, our non-profit 501 ¢ 3 organization.

Our Juneteenth Celebration at the Harriet Barber House is scheduled for June 19, 2023, and it is
designed to promote knowledge and understanding of the history, story and culture of African
Americans in rural Richland County and in other areas of our state. Exhibits, performances, guided
tours and opportunities for public participation in discussions before and after the Juneteenth
Celebration will give visitors insight into the lives of the formerly enslaved families who lived on this
property and throughout the state. It is remarkable that Sam and Harriet Barber purchased this property
through the SC Land Commission during the Reconstruction Era in 1872, and 150 years later, we are
celebrating Juneteenth on a large portion of that original tract of land! A major focus will be placed on
the Reconstruction Era National Network, sponsored by the National Park Service, where the Harriet
Barber House is among several other historic sites in our state recognized for its significance during
this era. Sites like the Harriet Barber House provide education, historical interpretation and research
related to the period from 1861 to 1900. i

We are requesting funding of at least $25,000 to assist us with those expenses related to maintenance
and upkeep of the Harriet Barber House and grounds in accordance with the Secretary of the Interior's
Standards and Guidelines for Treatment of Historic Properties.

Healthy drinking water; water for bathing and other personal hygiene; water for cooking and
growing food; water used in commercial sanitation, waste removal, and electricity generation; as
well as water used in the cleaning and sterilization processes... affect every aspect of the Town.
The 250,000-galion water storage tank is the only water source available to Eastover residents,
business owners, and visitors, and its renovation is a major component of this request.
Additionally, the replacement of dilapidated wastewater infrastructure and antiquated residential
water meters will impact revenue generation for the Town of Eastover, contributing to long-term
financial sustainability, while simultaneously preventing the spread of the disease, like the
COVID-19 virus — a dual benefit that positively affects the Town, the County, and the State.

Wastewater Infrastructure Project

The Eastover Wastewater Infrastructure Project seeks to rehabilitate or replace antiquated sewer
infrastructure currently contributing to increased stormwater (rainfall) infiltration and inflow at the
Richland County Water Treatment facility. Specificatly, this project proposes to upgrade the three
(3) "highest priority" sewer infrastructure areas and manholes that currenfly, and
disproportionately, contributes to 1) water backup (flooding) in residential areas; 2) public health
concerns regarding well water contamination; and 3) increased water processing fees, reducing
the Town's financial resources that could be devoted to other social service needs.

A proposed grant proposal from the SC Rural Infrastructure Authority to the Town of Eastover
may resulted in financial allocations to map the wastewater infrastructure; however, additionat
financial resources will be needed to address the specific water concerns outlined in the funding
request. This trifactor (Senatorial funding, Town of Eastover allocations, and the grantor - SC
Rural Infrastructure Authority) improves the Town's chance for funding and demonstrates the
coordinated efforts of each entity to mitigate the impacts of increased rainfali — a by-product of
climate change. Heavy and sustained rainfall (the main contributor to residential flooding and
other negative health impacts associated with “standing” water) is sending public tax dollars
cascading "...down the drain”... in this case, unnecessarily through the County's sewer freatment
facility...significantly increasing the processing fees paid to Richland County, sometimes
tripling (3X) monthly charges to the Town of Eastover,
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Specifically, this project will:

Address the three (3) “high priority” areas with substandard sewer collection lines which
are contributing to increased rates of stormwater infiltration and inflow, recurring sanitary
sewer overflows, and increased wastewater treatment processing costs for the Town,

which pays for flow-based treatment at the Richland County Wastewater Treatment Plant
(WWTP).

Provide funding for engineering; rehabilitation and replacement of substandard sewer
collection fines, service laterals, and cleanouts; rehabilitation of manholes; and repaving
of impacted streets and sidewalks.

Improve sewer service for Town residents, decrease treatment costs for the Town, and
help alleviate public health and environmental concerns.

Upgrading Residential Water Meter Project

Upgrading obsolete residential water meters is a priority for Town Administrators in
Eastover, SC. Currently, the antiquated meters installed at each residential home
contributes to 1) additional manhours, or human capital expense, to assess water usage,
resulting in increased personnel expenses, 2) a greater probability of inaccurate water
meter readings, resulting in lost revenue to the Town; and 3) a lack of knowledge relative
to specific water usage per residential dwelling, resulting in an inabiiity to educate the
community on water consumption and conservation.

Replacing older water meters with newer, technologically advanced models, provides for
accurate monitoring and readings, utilizing remote consoles and hand-held devices.
These modernizations help Town staff by reducing time-on-tasks and human error, and
by accurately compiling and storing water usage data per individual household. The
accumulation of data allows Town Administrators to construct water conservation
dashboards, for all residential customers.

Registered Apprenticeship Economic Development Project

Partnering with the Central Midlands Council of Government and the Blow Foundation,
the Town of Eastover will establish an apprenticeship program that creates a pipeline /
pathway opportunity for youth seeking careers in Water Quality Management, Storm
Water Maintenance, Water / Sewer Preservation, or GIS Mapping.

The critical skilis needed for the aforementioned careers are paramount to the
maintenance and rehabilitation of the decaying water infrastructure in the Town of
Eastover, and poor training and professional development has hampered past water
project upgrades and resulted in constant up-keep / repairs required to sustain the costly
rehabilitation projects and new installations. A new workforce preparation program that
combines private and public sector entities could create a pathway program that exposes
youth and young adults to potential career opportunities while simultaneously supporting
the town and helping to mitigate the water problems addressed in this funding request.
